 Troops have a choice to take recognitions and receive $.70 per 
box sold, or they can choose to not take recognitions and receive $.75 
per box sold. For troops that choose to take recognitions, items are 
cumulative. For troops that choose to take the higher monetary option, 
girls may still earn the cookie theme patch, cookie credits, and the 
Super Seller Hoodie and Photo Shoot if they hit the corresponding 
level of boxes for the incentives. No additional individual girl 
recognitions are earned through the $.75 plan.

(SBP) has been made 
available to acknowledge 
the special efforts  
of families who have more 
than one daughter 
registered and selling 
cookies. Here is how the 
SBP works:  
· Isabella sells 214 

boxes and her sister 
Alice sells 165.  

· The numbers are 
added and the  

      sisters have a family 

total of 379 boxes.  
· Both girls are eligible 

to receive the 
recognition at the 

      SBP 375 level (The      
a    wristlet)  
 
Without the SBP neither 
girl sold enough to earn 
wristlet. Families may 
participate in the SBP 
regardless of the troop’s 
proceed level. 
 
 

EXCEPTION: 
If the one of the sister’s 
troops is taking the 
higher money option the 
girl in that troop will not 
receive the incentives 
but they may still earn the 
cookie theme patch, 
cookie credits, and the 
Super Seller hoodie and 
Photo Shoot if they hit the 
corresponding level of 
boxes for the incentives. 
 

Pre-order Incentive :  
 
For Girls: Girls who sell 
175 boxes in the initial  
order period will receive 
the cookie star patch pin. 
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In addition they may be 
used towards Troop, 
Service Unit, Council 
Events and any GSUSA 
sponsored events. Sisters 
participating in the SBP 
will add their total boxes 
sold and receive a single 
card for the combined 
amount.  
 
 

 
 
Cookie Credits 
for the 2010 
sale will expire 
June 30, 2011. 
   

Each girl selling 150 
boxes, will be awarded 
$20.00 in credits. 
Additional credits will be 
awarded, $20.00 for every 
additional 100 boxes sold.

 Girl Scout Family  Calendar Checklist  
A Guide to a Successful Sale 

 

Before January 16, 2010  
 

�  Make sure your daughters leader has a signed annual permission slip, with the Product Sales 
portion initialed. 

�  NOTE FOR FAMILIES WITH MORE THAN ONE DAUGHTER IN GI RL SCOUTS:  It is your 
responsibility to make sure your daughter’s leaders know you are participating in the Sister 
Bonus Program. Keep your Leaders updated with your daughters totals sold throughout the 
sale. 

�  Help your daughter set her personal goals for the Cookie Sale.  Examples are: setting a goal 
for how many customers she will try to contact; picking an Incentive and corresponding 
package amount to reach by the end of the cookie sale; learning how to make change; etc. 

�  Identify potential customers.  Help your daughter identify new people she can sell to beyond 
her family and friends. 

�  Discover what the girls in the troop picked as their Troop Goal . Remind her to Connect  with 
her customers by sharing what her Troop plans to do with their cookie proceeds.  They love 
to hear how girls will Take Action  in their local community!

�  Accompany your daughter to take orders if she is a Girl Scout Daisy, Brownie, or Junior. 
�  Be certain she has a buddy if she is a Girl Scout Cadette, Senior, or Ambassador.  Know 

where she is at all times. 
�  Place your initial cookie order by returning all Customer Order Forms to your 
           Girl Scouts’ Troop Leader or Troop Cookie Chair.
